DEVELOPMENT CONTRIBUTION SCHEME 2011 - 2018

1. Foreword

The Kildare County Council 2004 Development Contributions Scheme and the Scheme adopted 14th February 2011 have yielded €114,769,013.14 during the period March 2004 and 23rd May 201l.  The contributions were collected on foot of substantial development throughout County Kildare allowing the Council to fund extensive infrastructure which otherwise, would not be provided. In addition, the funding collected has, to an extent, allowed the Council to start to address infrastructure deficits and make advance provision for proposed development in the county.  

This proposed Development Contributions Scheme is designed to continue the process set out above.  This strategy is proposed in order to maintain the county’s competitiveness as an employment location. The contributions collected will part fund the Councils Capital Budget and will also provide matching funding for those projects partly funded by central Government.

In particular, given the increased population and consequential demand for services and infrastructure, the proposed Development Contributions Scheme is designed to make an appropriate response to those demands and allow for the continued development of the county

2. Introduction

Section 48 of the Planning & Development Act 2000-2010, enables Planning Authorities, when granting a permission under Section 34 of the Act, to include conditions requiring the payment of a contribution in respect of public infrastructure and facilities benefiting development in the area of the Planning Authority, and that is provided, or that it is intended will be provided, by or on behalf of a local authority.  The public infrastructure and facilities identified in the Capital Programme 2011-2018 are considered to be those projects that can be progressed with the estimated funding from the Development Contribution Scheme. 

This  scheme, when adopted, will come into effect on the date of adoption and will remain in force until a new scheme is adopted or upon expiration of the Development Contribution Scheme in 2018.   The revised contributions will be applied to all decisions issued after the date of adoption.   This scheme shall be known as “The September 2011 Scheme”

3. Background

The current Development Contribution Scheme was adopted by Kildare County Council in February 2011 (the 2011 Scheme).   Section 48 of the Planning and Development Act 2000-2010 enables the local authority to make a Development Contribution Scheme in order to fund the provision of public infrastructure and facilities that benefit the development of the County.

The 2004 and 2011 schemes made provision for this review.  The review considers: -


· additional infrastructure not included in the 2004 or the 2011 Scheme

· additional costs, which have arisen since adoption of the 2004 and 2011 Schemes

· an appropriate funding mechanism that will ensure a continuation of the provision of public infrastructure and facilities.  
This review has taken cognisance of the recommendations of the Interdepartmental Committee on Development Contribution Schemes published on the 8 May 2007.

The contribution scheme, when adopted, will part fund the projects identified in the Capital Programmes 2011-2013 including schemes prioritised under approved Capital Programmes for 2014-2018 (Appendix I).  Progress on and delivery of these projects is also dependent on the continued availability of adequate funding from Exchequer/EU sources, together with Development Contributions and the local authority revenue.

During implementation of the 2004 and 2011 Schemes a number of anomalies arose and this review has afforded an opportunity to address these areas.

7.
Projected Rate of Construction

As the construction industry, particularly residential construction, has slowed considerably in the recent past, a number of economic forecasters have estimated that housing output will continue to decline.    National Construction Indicators, prepared for the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DEHLG), show a sharp downturn in the number of residential planning permissions.  It is envisaged that this downturn will continue to have a negative impact on housing output in 2011 and beyond.  Construction in the commercial sector has also slowed significantly. 

In the twelve months of 2010, Kildare County Council, Naas Town Council and Athy Town Council granted planning permission to a total of 677 residential units, a drop of 60% on the corresponding annual total in 2009.   According to DKM Economic Consultants Review of the Construction Industry 2008 and Outlook 2009-2011, prepared for the DOEHLG, construction output volumes are forecast to decline by 52.5%, an average of 22% per year.

8.
Methodology for Determining Development Contributions 

The methodology for determination of a contribution under Scheme is as follows:

 General

· having regard to programmes of capital infrastructure investment and development plan policies, the costs that are attributable to the different classes of public infrastructure and facilities were estimated.                                 

· the estimated funding from sources, other than the Development Contributions Scheme, was deducted from the cost of the proposed infrastructure.

· during  the period 2011-2018 residential construction will decrease by 25% per annum.     
· non residential development will see a minimum 25% fall off year on year from that granted in 2010.  

· residential development is estimated at 225 units per annum constructed for the three year period 2011-2018.

Specific

· Contributions to compensate for shortfalls in open space and car parking provision reflect current land values, the costs of development of car parking and open space and the cost of refurbishment of car parking areas. 
· General roads contributions in respect of quarries are calculated based on the estimated countywide cost of providing the roads infrastructure and facilities to facilitate such developments . Calculations are attributable to all quarry developments, including those registered under the Section 261 process. 

· General contributions in respect of other classes of public facilities and infrastructure are also payable on quarry developments.


Pending the full introduction of the Water Pricing Policy, the commercial sector will be levied for water and wastewater at the rates listed herein.

9.
Classes of Public Infrastructure and Facilities
Development contributions shall be paid in respect of the following classes of public infrastructure and facilities:

(1) Public Water Supply Services

The sum levied is a contribution towards the cost of:-

(a) the provision of water treatment facilities and watermains;

(b) the refurbishment, upgrading, enlargement or replacement of water treatment facilities or watermains;

(c) the acquisition of land in respect of (a) and (b) above; and
(d) any matter ancillary to (a) to (c) above

(2) Public Surface Water Drainage Services

The sum levied is a contribution towards the cost of:-

(a) the provision of sewers and drains;

(b) the refurbishment, upgrading, enlargement or replacement of sewers and drains;

(c) the acquisition of land in respect of (a) and (b) above; and
(d) any matter ancillary to (a) to (c) above

(3) Public Waste Water Drainage Services

The sum levied is a contribution towards the cost of:-

(a) the provision of sewers, waste water treatment facilities, and drains;

(b) the refurbishment, upgrading, enlargement or replacement of sewers, waste water treatment facilities and drains;

(c) the acquisition of land in respect of (a) and (b) above; and
(d) any matter ancillary to (a) to (c) above

(4)
Road Infrastructure

The sum levied is a contribution towards the cost of:-

(a) the provision of boundary treatment, landscaping works and planting;

(b) the provision of roads;

(c) the refurbishment and upgrading of roads;

(d) the acquisition of land in respect of (a) to (c) above; and
(e) any matters ancillary to (a) to (d) above

(5) 
Recreational and Community Facilities and Amenities

The sum levied is a contribution towards the cost of:-

(a) the provision open spaces;

(b) provision and refurbishment of recreational and community facilities and amenities;

(c) the acquisition of land in respect of (a) above; and
(d) any matters ancillary to (a) to (c) above.

Car Parking Facilities

The sum levied is a contribution towards the cost of:-

(a) Shortfall in the provision of car-parking facilities

(b) the acquisition of land in respect of (a)

(c) any matters ancillary to (a) and (b) above

CHANGE OF USE/MODIFICATION/RETENTION APPLICATIONS

a.
Change of Use

A planning permission for change of use, involving a previously permitted development, will have contributions applied on the basis of the Development Contributions Scheme rates current at the date of issue of   grant of permission for that change of use, with a deduction for any contributions paid on any previously permitted development.



b.  
Modification 

An application to modify a previously permitted development, including change of house type, will be assessed on the basis of the Development Contribution Scheme rates current at the date of issue of the decision to grant permission, with a deduction for any contributions paid on any previously permitted development.

c.
Retention
(i)
Development Contributions will not be applied where a valid application is received for retention of minor alterations (as determined by the Planning Authority) and where there is no increase in floor area.

(ii)
Where development contributions have not previously been paid, applications for retention of development will have contributions applied, based on the proposed floor area of the permitted development.


(iii)
For development constructed pre 1963, contributions will be applied in full.  The rate of contributions applicable will be based on the current contributions scheme in place at time permission is granted.

(iv)
An application for retention of an extended area to that originally granted, where contributions have been paid in full will have contributions applied to the extended floor area only .   No exemptions will apply.   The rate of contributions applicable will be based on the current contributions scheme in place at time permission is granted.

13. 
Indexation

The baseline Development Contribution rates shall be set on the date of formal adoption by Council.  Thereafter, Development Contribution rates shall be adjusted annually on 1st September each year – the first adjustment occurring on 1st September 2012. The amount of the adjustment shall be applied on the basis of the Wholesale Price Indices for Building and Construction i.e. Materials and Wages as published by the Central Statistics Office on the 30th June of each year.

Adjustment
The Development Contribution amount payable shall be calculated at the rate current on the date of grant of Planning Permission.   The Planning Authority may agree to phased payment of contributions as outlined in Para 17: General Arrangements for Payment of Development Contributions. In the case of Development Contributions as applied to retention permissions and late payments (including those where the Planning Authority is agreeable to a phased payment arrangement for such Development Contributions), the amount payable shall be adjusted .  The Adjusted Development Contribution shall be calculated in accordance with -

Adjusted Development Contribution = Development Contribution Payable on date of Grant of Planning Permission x index on date of Payment / Index on date of Grant of Planning permission.

Where payments are made on a phased basis, the adjustment to the Development Contribution shall only apply to the outstanding amount.

Transition to full indexation
The Development Contribution amount payable shall be calculated at the rate current on the date of grant of Planning Permission.   Where it is proposed to partially construct elements of a development consisting of development authorised pursuant to more than one grant of permission, the Development Contribution payable shall be re-assessed at current rates appropriate to the individual elements of the total development.  
14.
Appealing Development Contributions

Section 48(10) of the Planning and Development Act 2000-2010 allows a developer to appeal Development Contributions to An Bord Pleanala:

(a) Subject to paragraph (b), no appeal shall lie to the Board in relation to a condition requiring a contribution to be paid in accordance with a scheme made under this section.

(b) An appeal may be brought to the Board where an applicant for permission under section 34 considers that the terms of the scheme have not been properly applied in respect of any condition laid down by the planning authority.


(c) Notwithstanding section 34(11), where an appeal is brought in accordance with paragraph (b), and no other appeal of the decision of a planning authority is brought by any other person under section 37, the authority shall make the grant of permission as soon as may be after the expiration of the period for the taking of an appeal, provided that the person who takes the appeal in accordance with paragraph (b) furnishes to the planning authority security for payment in the full amount of the contribution as specified in the condition.

15.
Special Development Contribution

A special development contribution, in addition to the terms of this Scheme, may be imposed under Section 48 of the Act where exceptional costs not covered by the Kildare County Council Development Contribution Scheme are incurred by the Council in the provision of a specific public infrastructure or facility. (The particular works will be specified in the planning conditions when special development contributions are levied). Only developments that will benefit from the public infrastructure or facility in question will be liable to pay the special development contribution. 

16.       Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme

In addition to this scheme the local authority may adopt a Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme (Section 49) of the Planning and Development Act 2000-2010).  The supplementary development contribution will only apply when a particular public infrastructure or facility is being provided which will directly benefit the development(s) on which the contribution is imposed e.g. it may apply to light rail or other public transport infrastructure, or to water/waste water services.

This scheme must specify the area or areas to which the scheme will apply and specify the particular infrastructure being provided.  If this scheme is adopted, the contributions will be in addition to the general contributions.  To avoid “double charging” this particular infrastructure project must not be included in the general contribution schemes.  If the infrastructure is provided through Public Private Partnership, the Public Private Partnership agreement can specify the way the contribution will be paid.

17.
General Arrangements for Payment of Development Contributions
a.
This Scheme applies to all development in the functional area of the Kildare County Council Planning Authority

b. Contributions due with regard to Planning Permission for retention will become payable immediately on issue of the final grant of permission. 
c. 50 % of contributions due with regard to Planning Permission for “one off  houses” & multi dev of 20 units or less shall be payable on submission of commencement notice and the remaining 50% within 12 months of the 1st payment due date.

d. 50 % of contributions due with regard to permission for multi unit (greater than 20 units) residential developments shall be payable on submission of commencement notice and the balance paid in four instalments over the time, estimated by the Planning Authority, for completion of the development.  

e. Where contributions are applied to quarries 50% of contributions shall be payable on submission of commencement notice with the balance due in 5 payments of 10% over the duration of the permission.

f. In the above circumstances(c), (d) and (e), where the Council facilitates the phased payment of contributions, the Council may require the giving of security to ensure full payment of contributions.  

g. Where a contribution is not paid in accordance with the terms of the scheme, the Planning Authority shall recover any sums outstanding together with interest, in accordance with the Local Loans Fund Interest Rate (Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government), calculated from the date the contribution becomes payable.


18.
Exemptions and Reductions
The development contributions may be reduced by up to 100% in  

the following cases where a fee has not been payable when making such an application, in accordance with Article 157 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001 as amended.


a. When a planning application consists of or comprises development, which in the opinion of the planning authority, is development proposed to be carried out by or on behalf of a voluntary organisation, and which in the opinion of the Planning Authority –


(1) Is designed or intended to be used for social, recreational, educational or religious purposes by the inhabitants of a locality, or by people of a particular group or religious denomination, and is not to be used mainly for profit or gain,


(2) Is designed or intended to be used as a workshop, training 
facility, hostel or other accommodation for persons with disabilities 

   and is not to be used mainly for profit or gains

Or

(3)
is ancillary to development referred to in paragraph (1) or (2);

(4)
Education facilities, to include schools built under a PPP process will be exempt from development contribution charges.  However, special contributions may be applied to any such planning permission in accordance with Section 48 (2) (c).

b. Community facilities and sports facilities provided by a voluntary group excluding that element of the development comprising a bar/function and kitchen areas etc., for which the commercial rate will be applied.

c. Social Housing units including those which are provided in accordance with an agreement made under Part V of the Planning and Development Acts 2000 -2010 or which are provided by a voluntary or co-operative housing association which is recognised as such by the Planning Authority, shall be exempt.  

d.  
In exceptional circumstances the required development contributions may  

      be reduced at the discretion of the County Manager where this, in his   

      opinion, is warranted, having regard to Government policy in relation to

      specific classes of development, the particular economic, social or cultural 

      benefits of the development or other exceptional circumstances.

e. Contributions will not be applied to permissions for the construction of replacement buildings on the same footprint or the same area as the original building following extensive accidental damage in the instance of subsidence, fire and flood.  In the case the floor area of such a replacement building exceeding the floor area of the original building, development contributions, calculated in accordance with Paragraph 11(Residential Extension), shall be payable.  No exemption will be applied.

f. Applications in respect of An Essential Repair Grant or a Disabled Persons Grant will be exempt from payment of development contributions.

g. Agriculture

(1)
The first 600 square meters of non residential development on any agricultural landholding will be exempt and the contribution thereafter will be at the relevant rate for Non Residential Development – Category A:  Miscellaneous Developments, Paragraph 11 This exemption is cumulative and will only be granted once on any landholding.

(2) The exemption will only apply to buildings for the landowner’s own use in connection with the agricultural operation of his/her farm enterprise.


(3) The exemption will not apply to intensive development of a semi agricultural/commercial nature such as intensive poultry or pig production.

(4) The following categories of agricultural development will be exempted from the requirement to pay development contributions under the Development Contribution Scheme, subject to the submission of appropriate documentary evidence from the Department of Agriculture.

• All farm buildings and structures which are required to be constructed to comply with environmental protection regulations.
• All farm buildings and structures which are required to be constructed to comply with National Action Programmes implemented under the EU Nitrates Directive (91/976/EEC). 
h. Horticulture

(1)
Horticulatural polytunnels, glasshouses and mushroom tunnels are exempt from the development contribution charge. 


(2) The first 600 square meters of development consisting of sheds, stores and other built structures , shall be  exempt from development contributions   Thereafter a rate of €5.00 per sqm shall apply.  


(3) The exemption in (1) and (2) above will only apply to wholesale producers and any buildings/structures or land used for retail will be levied at the relevant rate for Category A:  Miscellaneous Developments (Paragraph 11).  
i. Equine

The first 600 square meters of non residential development on any equine landholding will be exempt and the contribution thereafter will be at the relevant rate for Category A:  Miscellaneous Developments (Paragraph 11).  This exemption is cumulative and will only be granted once on any landholding.

j. Services

Where a private water supply or waste water system is provided, to the satisfaction of the Planning Authority, those elements of development contributions will be deducted at the appropriate rate.  In the event that the development is connected to the public supply at a future date the relevant contribution will fall due for payment at the time of connection.

k. Rain Harvesting Systems, a reduction of 50%, on water element only of development contribution charges will apply where planning permission has been granted to residential developments, which includes the provision of a Rain Harvesting System, where such provision is in accordance with 
      BS 8515:2009.  

l. Protected Structures

Restoration/Refurbishment, to a high architectural standard, of buildings included in the Record of Protected Structures (RPS) will be granted a reduction of 50%.

m.
‘Over shop’ Space
To promote the use of existing/proposed space over shop/retail space the planning authority will allow a 50% reduction in development contribution charges for the residential element of the development.  To qualify for the reduction, applicants, granted such permission shall provide residential accommodation in this ‘over shop’ space.

n.   Small enterprises/Start-up businesses
Exemptions/reduction will be considered on a case by case basis for enterprises being grant aided by the Community Enterprise Board, Leader, Kelt etc.

o.
Landfill / Domestic Houses.
Development Contributions will apply to all landfill, including landfill required for raising a site for construction of a dwelling.  The rate applied (A) for the landfill element of the development shall be €10,000 per hectare (Category A-Miscellaneous Developments).  The rate applied (B) for the dwelling shall be in addition to that for the landfill and shall be applied in accordance with Section 11 of this Scheme.  The maximum cumulative contribution (landfill + dwelling) shall not exceed (A) or (B), whichever is greater.

Adoption of the Scheme

Resolution

Pursuant of the provisions of Section 48 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 – 2010 and following consideration of the Draft Scheme prepared pursuant to the said Section 48 and the report of the County Manager prepared under subsection 6 of said Section 48 and having regard to any recommendations made by the Minister and other submissions received, the County Council of the County of Kildare resolved on the 7th September 2011 to modify the Development Contribution Scheme as recommended by the County Manager in his amended report and to make a Development Contribution Scheme as follows:

a.
The revised contributions set down in the 2011-2018 Development Contribution Scheme supercede the existing Development Contribution Scheme adopted in February 2011.  As of the date of adoption of this revised Development Contribution Scheme, the Scheme adopted in February 2011 shall not apply to any grant of permission after the coming into force of this  Scheme.


b. The contributions applicable to the 2011 Scheme adopted in February 2011 shall continue to be payable in respect of planning Permissions granted prior to the coming into force of this Scheme.
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
