THE MANAGER’S REPORT ON THE SUBMISSIONS RECEIVED TO THE DRAFT DERRINTURN LOCAL AREA PLAN FOLLOWING THE PUBLIC DISPLAY PERIOD 14/08/08 – 10/09/08

1.1 INTRODUCTION

Under Part II Section 20 (f)(i) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended), the Manager of the Planning Authority shall prepare a report on any submissions or observations received pursuant to a notice of public display. 

This report contains:

· A list of the persons who made submissions or observations

· A summary of the issues raised by the persons in the submissions or observations;

· The response and recommendation of the Manager in relation to the issues raised taking account of the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, the statutory obligations of the local authority and any relevant policies or objectives for the time being of the Government or of any Minister of the Government.

1.2 PROCESS TO DATE

The Draft Local Area Plan, along with the screening decision for the Strategic Environmental Assessment was put on public display from the 17th April to the 28th of May 2008. Submissions or observations were invited during this time. Following consideration of the submissions received a Manager’s Report was prepared. 

Having considered the Draft Derrinturn Local Area Plan, Kildare County Council agreed to accept the Draft Plan subject to an amendment, which proposed a number of modifications to the Draft Plan in accordance with Section 20 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended). The proposed amendments to the Draft Derrinturn LAP constituted a further stage in the making of the LAP.

It was resolved at the meeting of the Full Council on 28th July that as these amendments would constitute a material alteration to the Draft LAP, all proposed amendments would be placed on public display for a period of not less than 4 weeks, in accordance with Section 20 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) The proposed amendments to the Draft Local Area Plan were thereby placed on public display from the period 14/08/08 to 10/09/08. 

1.3 SUBMISSIONS /OBSERVATIONS
The Planning Authority received 2 submissions/observations during the public display period of the proposed Amendments to the Draft Local Area Plan. One of which could not be considered as it did not relate to the proposed amendments to the Draft Local Area Plan and therefore cannot be taken into consideration at this stage of the Local Area Plan making process. The one valid submission was fully considered within the realms of the proposed amendments and the issues raised have been individually dealt with, briefly summarised and responded to under Section 2 of the Manager’s Report.
