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TREE PLANTING METHOD

Rubber/Foam protective collar.

Rubber/Canvas tree tie fastening.

Cross support batton @ approx.

600/800mm off ground level.

75mm round treated timber stakes

set into base of excavated planting hole.

75mm round Agri drainage pipe set

around base of planting hole & fastened

up to stake for ongoing watering.

Excavated planting hole to same

depth as root ball.

Back filled topsoil with added slow

release fertiliser compacted to ensure

optimum tree support.

Tree root ball.

All specimen tree and shrub underplanting to be

planted during the first 'bare root' winter planting

season (nov - feb) after completion of all

construction works to ensure solid root and

growth establishment.
