Hedgerow Planting Detail
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Planting Notes

1. All planting areas shall be weed free and the topsoil shall be prepared according to Topsoil Detail.
2. All planting works should be carried out during the period between November and April.
Extra Heavy Standard Trees

1. Selected semi-mature trees shall have a total height of 4.5 to 5 metres and a girth of 14-16 cm at 1m
above ground level and shall be planted at locations indicated.

2. Excavate tree pits to 1.0 cubic metres volume (1.2m dia. x 750mm deep). Break up the base of the pit to

a depth of 150mm and roughen glazed sides.
3. Position tree, centred in the planting pit and in an upright position.

4. Set 2 No. pressure treated stakes (1.8m x 100mm dia.) vertically in the pit and drive in to 900mm below

ground, 900mm above ground.

5. Backfill the planting pit using the excavated material, incorporating 500g/cu.m of soil, of 0:10:20 fertilizer, 200g/cu.m. of soil,
of 1.B.D.U fertilizer and 0.3cu.m. moist organic matter. Firm the backfilled material to ensure there is good contact between

the plant roots and the soil substrate.

6. Trees shall be planted at the same depth as in nursery, as indicated by the soil mark on the stem of the trees.

. Fit tree tie. Tree ties shall be of rubber, P.V.C. or proprietary fabric laminate composition and shall be secured to the stake
using galvanised nails. Secure tree ties to allow movement but prevent damage to the tree trunk.Fit spiral rabbit guard to tree.

8. Mulch the base of the tree to a depth of 75mm at a 0.5m radius around each tree.
9. Water well with fine rose.

Large Shrubs

1. Excavate planting pits to min. 400mm dia. x 400mm deep or to a sufficient size so as to easily accommodate the rootball of
the plant. Break up base of pit to 150mm. Centre the shrub in the pit and drive a pressure treated 1.0m x 50mm timber stake

at an angle of 45 degrees and leaning towards the prevailing wind.

2. Backfill using excavated material, incorporating 50mm of moist organic matter/sq.m. of soil, 40g/sq.m. of soil of 0:10:20

fertiliser and 35g/sq.m. of soil of 1.B.D.U fertiliser.
3. Soil shall be lightly firmed to ensure good contact between plant roots and soil substrate.

Ornamental Shrub Planting

1. Ornamental Shrubs shall be a minimum size of 300-400mm and shall be planted at the spacing indicated on the drawings.
Shrubs shall not generally be planted closer to a kerb or to the edge of a planting area than a distance equal to half the

spacing indicated.

2. Excavate planting pits to min. 300mm dia. x 300mm deep or to a sufficient size so as to easily accommodate the rootball of

the plant.

3. Centre the shrub in the pit and backfill using excavated material, incorporating 50mm of moist organic matter/sg.m. of soil,

40g/sg.m. of soil of 0:10:20 fertiliser and 35g/sq.m. of soil of 1.B.D.U fertiliser.
4. Soil shall be lightly firmed to ensure good contact between plant roots and soil substrate.
5. Mulch all ornamental shrub areas to a depth of 50mm min.

6. Water well with fine rose.

THE GROWING SEASON, L.E. APRIL TO OCTOBER INCLUSIVE.

3. ALL CONTAINERISED SHRUB PLANTING MAY BE CARRIED OUT
AT ANY TIME OF WHEN SOIL IS NOT FROZEN, WATERLOGGED OR
EXCESSIVELY DRY.

ALL TREES, SHRUBS AND HEDGEROW PLANTS SHALL
COMPLY WITH BS 3936, SPECIFICATION FOR NURSERY
STOCK. ALL PRE-PLANTING SITE PREPARATION, PLANTING

CARRIED OUT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS
OF BS 4428 (1989) CODE OF PRACTICE FOR GENERAL
LANDSCAPE OPERATIONS (EXCLUDING HARD SURFACES).
