EMERGING VISUAL ARTIST SOLO EXHIBITION BURSARY AWARD

The Emerging Visual Artist Solo Exhibition Bursary Award is open to Visual Art students due to graduate in Summer 2015, and other emerging visual artists who have or are in the process of creating a significant body of work for exhibition in Riverbank Arts Centre, Newbridge.   The bursary award which is to the value of €2,500 may be used for artists fees, material costs, production of a catalogue, publicity, and other exhibition costs.

The bursary award is a partnership project with Riverbank Arts Centre.

CONDITIONS

1. Applications must be made on the official application form only

2. All support material to be no larger than A4. The independent adjudication panel will not assess support material larger than A4. 
3. Applicants must be originally from or currently resident in County Kildare.  
4. The solo exhibition shall take place within the 2015/ 2016 Visual Arts exhibition schedule, at a date mutually agreed by all parties.
5. The allocation of the €2,500 towards the exhibition costs shall be agreed between the Arts Service and the artist.  No cash alternative will be offered and the bursary cannot be passed on to a third party
6. Grant aid provided by Kildare County Council must be acknowledged in all publicity material associated with the project. Council logos are available from the Arts Service.  Kildare County Council  and Riverbank Arts Centre reserve the right to publicise the awarding of the award. Failure to acknowledge Kildare County Council appropriately may deem the grant invalid and grant aid received may need to be refunded to Kildare County Council. All successful applications will receive a copy of Kildare County Council logos, along with the document ‘Requirements for acknowledging Kildare County Council funding’ via email. Please include a valid email address in your application.     

7. Successful candidates are required to provide a short written report / update to the arts service on or before 31st October 2015, whether the project has been completed or not. Failure to do so may deem the grant invalid and grant aid received may need to be refunded to Kildare County Council.                                                                                                                                 

8. Awards will be made by an independent adjudication panel

9. All applicants will be advised of Councils decisions in writing.

10. The payment of a grant is not taken as an indication that the equivalent of any grant will be made to the organiser on another occasion.

b. A statement of interest outlining the intentions or specific body of new or distinct work for which the bursary award would be used, including a time scale and costings
c. At least 6 high quality images, no larger than A4, individually labeled
