Emma Tobin—Creative Rebellion

I've always found that creativity is a weapon I can
hold out against the world, a blade to cut to the
quick of things, to quiet the constant murmuring
of avery loud world. The act of creation feels
somewhat like rebellion, as increasingly the
prevailing rhetoric tries to persuade ordinary
people that they are powerless, obscured in the
long shadow of corporation and government.
Art is a refusal to repeat slogans or fill out
online profiles so that we can be bombarded
with the correct advertisements to stop us from
wondering if there should be more to life than
wanting things and getting things and wanting
more things.

Culture and creativity make us more
elusive, they make us who we are in a way that
is unique, just as two people cannot make quite
the same stew. When I write a poem, or tell a
story, I assert my individuality in a sense that no
political leaning or item of clothing can mimic.
I think that art is important because it allows us
to get out from underneath the colossal weight
and constant judgement inherent in existing
in a sea of billions of voices crying out at once
for recognition. Art rips us from the strange
reality where our identities consist of television
shows and where we shop and what we wear and
whether we support this or that political agenda.

I know what I like. Coffee from this place, this
brand of cereal and that video game and these
shows, but it is only through art that I know what
I am like.

It’s hard to love something
that is so difficult, and to keep doing it, without
a pat on the shoulder, a hand to put the pen back
in yours every time you toss it across the room.

It is hard to keep saying something about
yourself that is so true and so vulnerable when
there is no space where you can be heard and
recognised and valued. And told you're brilliant
even when you're still terrible. Art is not just
something that exists, to be bowed to now and
again. It does and must live in our blood, and
it can only live if we cherish it and nurture it.
The arts allow us to let nothing and no one else
speak for us, to find our own voice and find
ourselves at the heart of the things we create

Liam Kenny —Nurturing an Inclusive Identity

It is hard to escape creativity in County Kildare—
be it the iconic Perpetual Motion sculpture
(colloquially ‘The Ball’) on the motorway entry
to the north east of the county, or the enigmatic
carved faces from the Moone High Cross in the
south, creativity is writ large on the county’s
landscape. However, culture has many layers and
it takes more than a drive across the bloodstock
belt to get a sense of what is going on in the
county with its growing and cosmopolitan
population. For many years Kildare shared a
secondary position in the cultural iconography
of the new Irish State. There was little room for
the plains of Kildare and its garrison towns in
the nation-building imagery which projected
the language and landscapes of the western
seaboard as representing the mother-lode of
Irish culture. The county was dismissed as
being part of “the Pale” —neither having its

own distinctive cultural identity nor being a

full member of the national cultural repository.
However at some time in the second half of

the twentieth century that rather bleak picture
began to brighten.

It was through music that people began to
wake up to something stirring on the margins
of the Bog of Allen which would make ripples
nationally. The evolution of an Irish folk music
genre was epitomised by the earthy tones of
balladeer Christy Moore who in turn was part
of the mould-breaking Planxty set-up whose
seminal first album “Prosperous” was named
after the village in central Kildare which became
a crucible of the folk-meets-modern-music
movement. It was Moore himself with his
signature mid-Kildare accent and repartee who
as much as anyone made a national audience
appreciate that there was such a thing as a
Kildare voice and a personality distinctive from
that of the other counties.

Kildare is also fortunate in having a third level
campus within its boundary and Maynooth
University continues to be a source of creativity
across many genres including film and
modern Irish literature. Perhaps one campus
endeavour that deserves highlighting is its
Music Department which, among other strings
to its bow, has become a centre of excellence in
liturgical music circles in Ireland.

On a parish level too, church music is an
area where many in the county engage with
the arts on a frequent basis. And it provides
an example, apparent throughout the artistic
repertoire, of how the influx of new people to
Kildare, be they from other parts of Ireland
or from overseas terrains continue to enrich
the county with new talents and influences.
While thinking about culture in Kildare and the
exciting diversity, this writer attended a concert
in a parish church where a choir from a town in
Lithuania joined with church choirs from three
Kildare villages to present a concert of sublime
musical quality. Perhaps this vignette is just
one pointer to the many ways in which Kildare
people experience creativity in their lives and of
how the competent and confident presentation
of culture in the county has helped them forge
a firm identity within the wider fabric of Irish
society.

‘Culture... is how we live, what we do, how we mould our
environment to cope with the struggle of living and rearing
a family...culture is not a suburban lecture: it is the dliith
agus inneach (warp and weft) of our existence....’*

The way we shape and are shaped by the place
we live and work in.

Living in Rathangan, on the edge of the
gradually disappearing Bog of Allen, my
attention has been drawn to the fragility of
raised bog remnants in rural west Kildare. The
complexity and beauty of Sphagnum (the bog
builder): Subnitens, Cuspidatum, Capillifolium,
Palustre may be overlooked while travelling
through these bogs. While this vast ‘cutaway’,
with long piles of extracted peat and exotic
bio fuels, may be a contested resource and
landscape, it can be re-imagined and reshaped
with an attentive eye to its future. A poetic
space for interdisciplinary art and ecological
thinking has emerged from conversations with
workers, ecologists and others, at a time of
critical concern about climate change, the loss
of livelihoods and of eco systems. Drawings,
and short films reference these conversations
drawing attention to and re-imagining wise use
of degraded bog lands and new livelihoods—
significant issues locally and internationally.

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While we shape and are shaped by the places in
which we live and work, there is a danger that
we may lose the stories and histories of those
who work/worked the bogs, enriching so many
of the communities in and around them.

As with many
rural villages, Rathangan, has experienced

a hollowing out of its core and a growth in
commuter living, which can leave people
disconnected from place and community.
Recognising that cultural identity is created
and negotiated, Creative Rathangan / Meitheal
Samhlaiochta? provided a space for thinking about
how those of us who inhabit HERE know this
place, its people and its stories. Public spaces
OUTSIDE and INSIDE became creative, playful
and questioning places for families, young
children, teachers, activists, cultural and youth
workers, artists, and environmentalists.

Noticing how children DRAW to discover
and SEE ‘who else lives here’, before hunting
for bugs and fish brings to mind the critical
thinking of John Berger that to LOOK is an act of
choice. He contends that DRAWING is far older
than any written language or architecture. ‘It is
as old as song’ and that ‘before drawing evolved
into a questioning of something visibly there, it
was a way of addressing the absent, of making
the absent appear’.?

Part of Rathangan’s past was that of a
‘Frontier Town’, a medieval settlement on
the edge, tasked with defending the Pale. In
a sense it is once again a ‘Frontier Town’, and
the task facing artists, local history groups,
environmental groups, youth groups and others,
is to weave a new sense of identity, of belonging,
from the stories we create, while ‘addressing the
absent’ and including the newcomer.
