We have three self 

service machines for 

borrowing and 

returning items. One is 

in the children’s 

section, the other two 

are on the main floor of 

the library. You can 

leave the books on the 

trolley next to the 

machine when you 

have returned them



You can borrow 

items for 3 weeks, 

and then you can 

give them back and 

borrow new ones. 

Don’t worry if you 

are returning them a 

bit late, you won’t 

need to pay any 

fines.



We also have lots of books, audiobooks and DVDs in our 

children’s area

downstairs. You can 
book a table for study.
